Keep an eye on.    V.    Watch.  Assume responsibility for.

Would you please keep an eye on my purse while I go to the bathroom?

See eye to eye.    V.   Agree completely.

Sam and I see eye to eye on this project.

Stick your nose into someone's business.  To be very curious about someone else's affairs.

Why are you sticking your nose into Paul's business?  It is none of your affair.  

To be nosy.  To habitually try to find out about what others are doing.

That nosy old lady next door always peeks through her curtains to see who is coming to visit us.

Look down one's nose (at a person or an activity) Assume a superior attitude.

She looks down her nose at anyone who isn't rich.

Play it by ear.   Initially, to play music without a written score, but it also means to act without a definite plan.  

I don't know exactly how I'll handle the problem.  I'll just play it by ear.

On the tip of my tongue.  Said of something eluding the memory but about to be recalled.  

I can't remember her name at the moment, but it's right on the tip of my tongue.

With tongue in cheek.   Not seriously.  Said as a joke.

He said she was beautiful, but I think he said it with tongue in cheek.

Tongue-tied.   Unable to speak because of shyness or embarrassment.

John said that he wanted to ask her for a date, but whenever he got near her, he got tongue-tied.

Keep a stiff upper lip.  Remain steadfast in the face of adversity.  Not show negative emotion.

Keep a stiff upper lip, old boy.  You'll have another chance next year.

Face the music.   Accept the consequences of a mistake.  Admit fault.

Everyone knows the truth.  You might as well face the music.

Keep one's chin up.    Retain an optomistic appearance even in the face of adversity.

In spite of his crushing loss, he kept his chin up and congratulated the winner.

Give lip service.        To be insincere in speaking in support of something.  

He gave lip service to the party platform, but did absolutely nothing to support it.
