NONSPECIFIC OBJECT PRONOUNS

If the object is specific, we may substitute a pronoun for the noun.

Who has the book?  I have it.   Where are the pencils?  We have them.

If the object is nonspecific, we use one for a singular object, or some for a plural or noncount object.

Who has a book?  I have one.   Does anyone have pencils?  We have some.  We need paper.   I brought some.

Any is used as a nonspecific pronoun in questions and in negative statements.

Do you have any books?   No, I don(t have any.

None is the same as not any.  

Where are the pencils?   There are none in the desk.  or  There aren(t any in the desk.  Both are correct and both are commonly used.

Be careful not to use a double negative.  Do not say, (There aren(t none in the desk.(
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
